We had been a missionary family for 
a few years, so some of my childhood 
friends were Navajo Indians at our 
mission boarding school. I remember 
hearing of a girl in the school who, 
when told about the opportunity to 
go to Heaven instead of Hell, 
thoughtfully decided not to follow 
Jesus. She reasoned that her family

most of them were already in Hell. 
She loved them, so she would not 
want to live with a God who kept 
them there. I could barely argue with 
that logic, except to think that 
Heaven was still a much better deal 
for me, because my family would all 
be there. But first we moved to 

California, and I moved to the 7th 
grade. 

A new family moved into the house 
across the street and they had a kid 
about my age. His name was Conley. 
We became friends right away. He 
was the nicest kid in the 
neighborhood, even though he went 
to a strange church. Sometimes he 
helped with my paper route, but 
never wanted to be paid. While there 
were a few kids in our neighborhood

and never came back. He was

I 
never spoke to her, since there was 
not a word I could say. She would

I kept loving God. I stayed in church, 
read the Bible, and usually preferred 
Christian friends. I did a few years in 
Bible Colleges and studied under 
some truly gifted teachers. Looking 
back, there was a hint of diminished 
ŜȄǳōŜǊŀƴŎŜΦ Lǘ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ǎŜŜƳ ǊƛƎƘǘ ǘƘŀǘ 
Conley should be in eternal flames 
because I was too slow to warn him. 
Do you suppose it is possible to love 
God while not liking Him much? This 
was how I felt, without admitting it, 
even to myself.  

What a great Savior we have! So 
gracious. About ten ... maybe fifteen 
years ago, I prayerfully began to allow 
the possibility of what I then called

reading. I was careful. I knew several 
cults were said to teach this sort of 
thing!  Starting right there with John

One day, in about 2007, a brother 
and I were chatting about theology. 
He must have noticed it was making

that Dr. Fudge

ignored it. I thank God often for this 
brother, and it turns out that even as 
an evangelical pastor, he was on the 
same journey! I feel certain he will be 
increasingly compelled to preach and 
write in this direction, but it is hard

thing on their congregations - and 
especially their elders.  Pray for them.

I think this truth is critical to our 
evangelistic efforts. I am a machinist 
and field engineer. Most of my 
friends and co-workers need 
salvation, plain and simple. Of course

helps if I can let the Bible speak for 
itself, and not feel the need to 
terrorize them into the kingdom. 
There is some awesome Bible 
teaching at our church, but right now

disclaimer regarding some of what 
they will sooner or later hear there!   

Pastors, can you hear me?  How do 
you preach and/or counsel at the 
funerals of unbelievers? Do you back-
peddle just a bit and suggest that 
maybe the guy got saved while in

truth - if you really believe the Bible 
teaches that Grandpa has just started 
his fifty-million-year (and more) tour 
of unimaginable anguish of body and 
soul tell his friends and family!

The traditional view 
really paints us into a corner when it 
comes to frank discussions with 
unbelievers. Our corporate Christian 
credibility is on the line here.
